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	17 Ways to Amass Outreach Capital

 1. Take risks. Don’t anticpate rejection. Success has many faces. One of them is called  “Where He leads, I will follow.”

  2. Dispaly your sense of humor—but only if you truly have the gift. Otherwise, be pleasant and attentive..

  3. Introduce yourself to others, and remember their names. Pray about it. Use mnemonic devices (memory aids).

  4. Ask a person’s name when you have forgotten the name. Show curiosity and interest in the person.

  5. Communicate enthusiasm and excitement about things and life in general. Yet remember to gauge the other person’s reaction to your level of enthusiasm. For the quiet ones, tone it down. For the lively ones, rev it up. 

  6. Be able to tell others what you do for a living or for pleasure in a few short sentences.

  7. Use eye contact and smiling as your first contacts with people. Tone down a cheesy or canned grin that turns people off. Pray for that peace that passes understanding until you can honestly smile, even when you’re hurting.

  8. Greet even the people you see regularly.

  9. Seek common ground (interests, goals, and experiences) with  the people you meet and those with whom you regularly worship.

10. Let others be the expert. Be the unconditional friend they’ve been looking for.

11. Ask for and accept opinions. People long to be valued.

12. Balance the giving and receiving of information. Practice a rhythm of listen-talk-listen until it becomes second nature.

13. Know current events, news, and trends that affect everybody and specifically the particular person with whom you want to communicate.

14. Start and end your conversation with the person’s name, a handshake or hand squeeze, and a warm greeting.

15. When you tell a story, give the main points first. Then add supporting details.

16. Be tolerant and respect people with diverse opinions and lifestyles.

17. Look for the positives in everyone you meet. Build on the positives.
